Eligibility Requirements for Western Chapter Schola rship: 
1) Be a high school senior 
2) Be a citizen of the United States at the time of application 
3) Have at least a 3.0 grade point average (based on a 4.0 scale) for the 10th and 11th 

grades.   
4) Have at least a minimum score on the American College Testing Program (ACT) test 

of 29 in Math and 25 in English.   
5) Must enroll in an engineering program that has been accredited by the Engineering 

Accreditation Commission of the Accreditation Board for Engineering and Technology 
(ABET-EAC) at one of the following state institutions1or a Pre-Engineering Program at 
a College or University that has a working agreement to transfer credits with one of the 
named schools listed below. 

 
Types of Scholarships 
The MSPE Western Chapter will award two $1,000 and two $500.00 scholarships to a high 
school senior. This scholarship is awarded to high school seniors preparing to attend one of 
the following Missouri schools of engineering or one of the approved transfer programs:

4) Essay on career plans (maximum 300 words) 
5) School picture in envelope labeled with applicant’s name (to be used for publication in 

local media if selected as award recipient).
