Enjoy “An Evening To Remember” when you’re transported back in time to 1912  for a glimpse 
of  what it must have been like for the passengers aboard the RMS Titanic. Your trip begins with 
dinner at the Radisson Hotel  before heading to Titanic Branson -- a permanent two-story museum 
attraction shaped like Titanic herself. This astounding, signature building was built half-scale to the 
original. Towering 100 feet above Highway 76, it holds 400 priceless artifacts in twenty galleries. 

The structure is anchored in water to create the illusion of Titanic at sea, and the 90-minute, self-guided tour is designed to give guests 
the sensation of being an original passenger on Titanic’s maiden voyage. Meet crew members; receive your own Titanic passenger board-
ing pass; walk an elegant replica of the Titanic's Grand Staircase; touch the frozen surface of an 'iceberg'; feel the chill of that fateful 
"Starry Night" during MSPE’s special Titanic themed event. 

100 shows at 53 theaters, 268 restaurants, 13 golf courses, two theme parks, three scenic lakes and the rolling 
Ozark Mountains for fishing, boating, swimming, hiking, biking, bird-watching, plus a wide array of shopping 
including three outlet malls, the famed Dick’s Old-Fashioned 5&10, Ozarks craftsmanship and artistry at the 
Engler Block, countless boutiques and specialty stores plus the lakefront experience of Branson Landing pro-
